Through
coursework and testing, these individuals demonstrate an understanding of best-practices in every
phase of design-build project delivery, from proposal preparation to substantial completion. DBIA
certification is aimed at all members of the project team - from owner's representatives and legal
professionals to designers, contractors, and sub-contractors.
